When using reference material such as photographs, drawings, or designs, students must apply their own personal vision to sustainably alter the original work (move beyond duplication).Discipline Any behavior that disturbs art making:
1st offense- Verbal warning 
2nd offense- Student will lose participation points and a call home
 3rd offense- Detention/Referral/ Call home

ALL projects have a HARD deadline. Turn in what you have ON this date, even if your work is incomplete. IF and ONLY if the student turns in a project that is at least 50% on the due date he or she will be allotted two weeks to come in during studio time to complete the project.
AFTER THE TWO-WEEK DEADLINE NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED
 Excused absences will be dealt with on a case by case basis and it is the STUDENT’S responsibility to come in during NON-CLASS TIME HOURS to get what they miss. In general, East’ policy states that students will be given 2 school days upon their return to get their work in.
*** PLEASE NOTE that a score of M as is missing (zero points) will be put into the gradebook IMMEDIATELY regardless of the type of absence. ONLY Once a make-up is scheduled or the missed work is completed the score on the assignment will replace the “M” in the gradebook.
